The relative share of cooperatives owning from 3.9
million BGN to 19.5 million BGN is significantly
smaller, with a tendency towards a gradual increase
to 7.9% for the studied period.

The relative share of cooperatives owning assets
over 19.5 million BGN is insignificant - less than
0.5% of all.

The most numerous is the group of
cooperatives with annual revenues up to 300
thousand BGN, followed by those with 301-
600 thousand BGN, with a tendency to
decrease their number at the end of the
research period compared to the beginning.

The smallest are the groups of
cooperatives with annual revenues over 6
million BGN and from 3-6 million BGN, with a
tendency to gradually increase their number
at the end of the period.

with annual revenues from operations up
to 300 thousand leva;

Central region with a location in the
Plovdiv and Haskovo regions.

Characteristics: smaller number of cooperatives (20-40), but high staff (18-25 people).

These are more concentrated and larger cooperatives.

It can be seen that there is no clear linear relationship — areas such as Dobrich, Gabrovo and
Razgrad have very high productivity, but relatively low profitability.

Conversely — Vidin, Ruse, Vratsa show high profitability with average productivity.

That is, the correlation between the two quantities would be weak - close to zero (there is no direct
relationship).
